prayer based on events in the Gospel.
Throughout history people have been
praying the Rosary to fend off enemies,
in moments of great need, for their fam-
ilies and for help with everyday chal-
lenges. People all over the globe still
pray the Rosary today. Many miracles and
graces are attributed to praying the
Rosary.

Although Jesus is God Himself,
through His birth and during childhood
He was entirely dependent on Mother Mary



and Josef, His foster father. If Christ
entrusted Himself to Mother Mary, why
shouldn’t we?

1) On the crucifix, make the sign of
the cross and then pray the Apostles
Creed: X

I believe in God,
the Father
Almighty, Creator §
of Heaven and
earth; and in Je-
sus Christ, His
only Son, Our
Lord, Who was con-
ceived by the Holy
Ghost, born of the Virgin Mary, suffered
under Pontius Pilate, was crucified,
died, and was buried. He descended into
Hell; the third day He arose again from
the dead; He ascended into Heaven, and
is seated at the right hand of God, the
Father Almighty; from thence He shall
come to judge the 1living and the dead. I
believe in the Holy Ghost, the holy
Catholic Church, the communion of
saints, the forgiveness of sins, the re-




surrection of the body, and 1ife ever-
lasting. Amen.

2) On the next single bead, say the Our
Father:

Our‘ Father, Who art in Heaven, hal-
lowed be Thy Name; Thy Kingdom come;
Thy Will be done on earth as it is in
Heaven. Give wus this day our daily
bread; and forgive us our trespasses as
we forgive those who trespass against
us; and lead us not into temptation, but
deliver us from evil, Amen.

3) On the following three beads, pray
three Hail Marys:

:[%léil Mary, full of grace. The Lord is
with Thee. Blessed art Thou among
women, and blessed is the Fruit of Thy
womb, Jesus. Holy Mary, Mother of God,
pray for us sinners, now and at the hour
of our death. Amen.

4) and then pray the Glory Be:

Glory be to the Father, and to the
Son, and to the Holy Ghost, as it was
in the beginning, is now, and ever shall
be, world without end. Amen.



5) On the next single bead, meditate on
the first mystery and pray the QOur Fath-
er.

You pray mysteries for each of the five sections
(decades) of the rosary according to the day of the
week:

Mondays and Saturdays: The Joyful Mysteries remind
the faithful of Christ’s birth: 1) The Annunciation
(Luke 1:26-38); 2) The Visitation (Luke 1:39-56);
3) The Nativity (Luke 2:1-21); 4) The Presentation
(Luke 2:22-38); 5) The Finding of the Child Jesus
in the Temple (Luke 2:41-52).

Tuesdays and Fridays: The Sorrowful Mysteries re-
call Jesus’ passion and death: 1) The Agony of Je-
sus in the Garden (Matthew 26:36-56); 2) The Scour-
ging at the Pillar (Matthew 27:26); 3) The Crowning
with Thorns (Matthew 27:27-31); 4) The Carrying of
the Cross (Matthew 27:32); 5) The Crucifixion (Mat-
thew 27:33-56).

Wednesdays and Sundays: The Glorious Mysteries fo-
cus on the resurrection of Jesus and the glories of
Heaven: 1) The Resurrection (John 20:1-29); 2) The
Ascension (Luke 24:36-53); 3) The Descent of the
Holy Spirit (Acts 2:1-41); 4) The Assumption of
Mary, the Mother of God, into Heaven; 5) The Coron-
ation of Mary in Heaven.

Thursdays: Pope John Paul II added” The Mysteries
of Light, also known as the Luminous Mysteries, in
2002: 1) The Baptism in the River Jordan (Matthew
3:13-17); 2) The Wedding Feast at Cana (John 2:1-
11); 3) The Preaching of the coming of the Kingdom
of God and calling to conversion (Mark 1:14-15); 4)



The Transfiguration (Matthew 17:1-8); 5) The Insti-
tution of the Holy Eucharist (Matthew 26).

6) On the ten beads after that, pray a
Hail Mary on each bead and then pray a
Glory Be and the Fatima Prayer before
the next Our Father:

(:) My Jesus, forgive us our sins, save
us from the fires of hell and Tlead
all souls to Heaven, especially those in
most need of Thy mercy. Amen.

Repeat Steps 5) and 6) four more
times to finish the next four decades.

7) At the end of your Rosary, say the
Hail Holy Queen, the versicle and the
final prayer:

Hail, Holy Queen, Mother of mercy.

Hail, our 71ife, our sweetness, and
our hope. To Thee do we cry, poor ban-
ished children of Eve, to Thee do we
send up our sighs, mourning and weeping
in this vale of tears. Turn then, 0 most
gracious advocate, Thine eyes of mercy
toward us; and after this our exile show
unto us the blessed Fruit of Thy womb
Jesus, 0 clement, 0 loving, 0 sweet Vir-
gin Mary.



Pray for us, 0 holy Mother of God.
That we may be made worthy of the prom-
ises of Christ.

0 God, Whose only-begotten Son, by
His T1ife, death, and resurrection, has
purchased for us the rewards of eternal
salvation; grant we beseech Thee, that
meditating upon these mysteries of the
most holy Rosary of the Blessed Virgin
Mary, we may imitate what they contain
and obtain what they promise. Through
the same Christ our Lord. Amen.

* Saint John Paul II added the Luminous Mysteries
as a proposition for the faithful, without changing
the Holy Rosary with a decree. Hence, many faithful
still pray the Holy Rosary as it was before: Monday
and Thursday — The Joyful Mysteries; Tuesday and
Friday — The Sorrowful Mysteries; Wednesday, Sat-
urday, and Sunday — The Glorious Mysteries.

Original prayer to Saint
Michael the Archangel

This is the translation of the 1898 Italian edition
(Roman Raccolta—English edition, 1903, pp. 364-366)



Most glorious Prince of
the Heavenly Hosts,
Archangel Saint Michael,
defend us in the battle
and in the tremendous
struggle we carry on
against the principalities
and powers, against the
rulers of the world of
darkness and all evil
spirits.

Come to help of man, , =
whom God created immortal, fashioned to
His own image and likeness, and rescued
at a great price from the tyranny of the
devil. With the great army of the Holy
Angels fight to-day the battle of the
Lord as Thou didst of old fight against
lucifer, the Tleader of the proud, and
his apostate angels, who were powerless
against Thee, and they had no longer a
place in Heaven; and that monster, the
old serpent who is called the devil and
satan, that seduces the whole world, was
cast into hell with his angels.

But now that first enemy and homicide
has regained his insolent boldness. Tak-




ing on the appearance of an angel of
light, he has invaded the earth, and,
with his whole train of evil spirits, he
is prowling about among men, striving to
blot out the Name of God and of His
Christ, to capture, to destroy, to drag
to eternal perdition the souls destined
to the crown of eternal glory. That ma-
lignant dragon is pouring abroad, 1like a
foul stream, into the souls of men of
ruined intellect and corrupt heart the
poison of his wickedness, the spirit of
lying, of impiety and blasphemy, the
pestilent breath of impurity and of all
vice and iniquity. Most cunning enemies
have filled with bitterness and drenched
with gall the Church, the Spouse of the
Lamb without spot, and have 1lifted impi-
ous hands against all that is most sac-
red in it.

Even in the holy place the See of
Blessed Peter and the Chair of Truth was
set up to enlighten the world, they have
raised the abominable throne of their
impiety with the iniquitous hope that
the Shepherd may be stricken and the
flock scattered abroad. Arise, then, un-



conquerable Prince, defend the people of
God against the assaults of the reprob-
ate spirits, and give them the victory.

Holy Church reveres Thee as its
guardian and patron; it glories in Thee
as 1its defender against the malignant
powers of hell; to Thee God has commit-
ted the souls that are to be conveyed to
the seats of the Blessed in eternal hap-
piness.

Pray, then, to the God of peace, that
He my put satan under our feet, so com-
pletely vanquished that he may no longer
be able to hold men in bondage and work
harm to the Church. Offer up our prayers
before the Most High, so that the mer-
cies of the Lord may prevent us, and lay
hold of the dragon, the old serpent, who
is the devil and satan, and hurl him
bound in chains into the abyss where he
may no longer seduce the souls of men.

Our Father, once, Hail Mary, three times, in honour
of the fourth Angelic Choir.

Our Father, once, Hail Mary, three times, in honour
of the fifth Angelic Choir.

Adoration

What is Adoration?

[d&éoration is prayer in the presence of
Christ Himself. The Blessed Sacrament
of the Altar is Christ in the Holy
Eucharist. In the Gospel, Christ says to
His Apostles that they should imitate
Him by breaking and sharing the Paschal
bread, which becomes His body — the Holy
Eucharist*. Christ gives himself to us



through the Holy Eucharist.

The Holy Eucharist is the consecrated
bread which, during Holy Mass, has be-
come Christ. Adoration means praying to

God in the presence of Jesus Christ him-
self.

During Adoration the Holy Eucharist
is placed in a monstrance and set up
visible for all who enter the sacred
place.

Who can save this world?

I"Io one can save this world except for
our Lord and Saviour, Jesus Christ.
Jesus Christ is the Son of God Almighty,
the Creator of Heaven and Earth. Christ



is God Himself, the second person of the
Holy Trinity: God the Father, God the
Son and God the Holy Spirit.

Without God, nothing is possible.
With God, everything is made possible.

Only Christ can save us from all
evil. In fact, Christ has already re-
deemed the world. He has given us a way
to salvation, we only have to follow His
invitation. Do you want to help stop the
evil in today’s world? Pray to Christ in
the Most Blessed Sacrament. With Him,
all things are possible.

What happens during Adoration?

‘ ‘ 7hen the Most Blessed Sacrament of

the Altar — the Holy Eucharist — is
exposed for adoration, this place be-
comes the centre of the world, of the
whole universe.

The Most Holy Sacrament of the Altar
is regularly exposed in a Catholic
Church. It is Christ’s presence in the
Holy Eucharist that makes the sacred
place become the centre of the world and
of the whole wuniverse. Christ is the
centre of all power; a power that is si-



lent, truthful, humble, the power of
pure love.

Where can you take part in Adoration?

"Vfisit a Catholic Church during Adora-
tion (find out when Adoration takes
place from the newsletter, on the web-
site or in announcements on the church’s
noticeboard). Pray to Christ, our God
and Saviour. To Him is given all power
and strength. From God comes all beauty,
goodness and love. From God alone comes
truth. Christ is the Way, the Truth and
Life*.

Come to pray regularly. You will
sense Christ’s sweet presence. He will
reward you for the time you take to be
with Him. Pray for all your intentions,
and thank God for this most precious
gift of the Holy Eucharist.

* ‘Now as they were eating, Jesus took bread, and
blessed, and broke it, and gave it to the disciples
and said, “Take, eat; this is my body.” And he took
a cup, and when he had given thanks he gave it to
them, saying, “Drink of it, all of you; for this is
